The Fundraising Centre 

The Fundraising Centre has all the tools and resources you need for achieving your 

fundraising goals. 

 

From the Fundraising Centre you can: 

Å Personalize your online donation page with a photo and 

  message 

Å Send out e-mails to: 

Å ask for donations 

Å thank your friends and family 

Å and recruit team members 

Å Download the Fundraising App with your iPhone  

  or Android 

Å Share your personalized campaign through social media  

Å Download an offline donation form 

Å Donate to your own fundraising efforts 

Å Track your donations 

Å  And much more! 
 

Team Captains have even more functionality with the ability to post messages to their team 

membersô Fundraising Centre, update the Team Page as well as track their team donations 

and members through reports. 

 



The Value of the Fundraising Centre 

There are many useful tools available in the Fundraising Centre, one of them being an 

e-mails option. Participants who send more e-mails through their Fundraising Centre 

raise substantially more in online donations. 
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Once you have registered for the CIBC Run For the Cure, you can access your 

Fundraising Centre by first going to the website at www.cibcrunforthecure.com.

The Home page is both your landing page and your 

fundraising command centre. This page can be broken 

down into four sections (or more if you are a team captain) 

 

Å Overview: This provides an overview and look at your 

current online donation totals. 

 

Å  Welcome:  This section will provide you with information 

about fundraising 

 

Å Action/Status: The section will provide you a list of 

suggestions on what to do next to make your fundraising a 

success (e.g. personalize your campaign and donation 

page, send emails)  

 

Å Fundraising Tools and Resources sidebar: You will be 

provided with fundraising tools  and applications as well as 

information for Team Captains 

 

Å Recent Activity: Provides a short list of the most recent 

activities with your online account. 

 



1. Templates: There are several different 

templates to choose from like Thank You, 

Welcome, Solicitation, etc.  (These 

include shortcut buttons to donate) 

2. Message: Here you will find the prewritten 

template you chose with options to edit 

the content and personalize the message 

3. Set Recipients: Here you can choose a 

between individual contacts or groups 

(such as your team or prior donors).  You 

can add new contacts individually or by 

importing your contact list from other 

sources such as Gmail, Yahoo, or 

Outlook. 

4. Preview and Send: Here you can 

preview your message then simply click 

send.  If you need to make an edit simply 

click on the step that you want to go back 

to, make your changes, and repeat. 

 

 

To create and send an email simply follow the steps: 

 



Creating a group for your contacts is very helpful.  To 

do so, select the contacts you would like to group 

together, and then click Add to Group.  You can name 

each group to your liking, i.e: team members, donors, 

etc.  In the TO field when your composing an e-mail, 

you can simply type in the group name, and it will 

automatically pull all contacts in that group. 

 

You can also Import Contacts.  To do this, please click 

on the Import Contacts button on the right hand side.  

This will bring you to a page that allows you to directly 

import your Gmail or Yahoo contacts.  If you have 

another e-mail provider such as Hotmail, or use Outlook 

for Rogers, Sympatico or Shaw, you can export your 

contacts as a CSV (Excel) file onto your computer and 

then import that CSV file into your Fundraising Centre. 

 

 

Under Send an Email > Contacts (to the right), is where you can view, organize or import your 

contacts. 

 

If you are a returning participant, your contacts from last year will already be  

populated. This includes past teammates and donors as well as identify how much  

your donor has donated last year and this year.  

 



The View Your Fundraising Progress tab will outline your fundraising progress. 

 

There is a fundraising bar which also outlines; 

Å How much you have raised 

Å Your goal (which you can change) 

Å The percentage of your goal 

Å How many days left you have until October 2nd!  
 

The fundraising graph displays your fundraising amount per day over the last 15 days. 

 

At the bottom of the page, you will find your Donation History.  Here, you can see all the donations you 

have collected so far. At the far right you have the header Actions. Here, you can ñacknowledgeò the gift. If 

you have already thanked the donor you can simply click Acknowledged and the icon will disappear. 

You can click on Email and the email tool will come up and you can send a thank you e-mail to your donor. 
 



For Team Captains, you can toggle between your Personal  

progress as well as your Team progress using the toggle on  

the right side of the page. 

 

When you select Team you can: 

Å View your Team Fundraising progress 

Å Update your team goal 

Å View and acknowledge team donations 
 

 

A Team Captain can also view or download a number of 

reports from this page including Team Roster and Team 

statistics reports. 



Create your personal campaign! 

Your Personal Page and  Team Page are new this year!  You can create your team or personal 

campaign.

Your Personal Page is the page your donors will see before they donate to you.   

 

 
You can create a custom URL for your 

personal page so it is easier to remember. 

Right under, Edit Your Personal Page, click 

on URL Settings, you can then enter your 

name into the box and click Save.  Please 

ensure that there are no spaces. The name 

or words that you enter will need to be 

unique.  

Your Personal Page comes pre-populated with content 

about the 2016 CIBC Run for the Cure -  unless you 

personalized it in previous years. If you are a returning 

participant please be sure to update the dates on your 

Personal and Team pages. 

 

It is recommended that you personalize this page so that 

your voice can be heard.  Let people know why you are 

participating in the CIBC Run for the Cure and let your 

friends and visitors to this page know what your goal is. 

 

You can edit this wording, as well as the title, to your liking, 

including editing the font, type size and color. 

 
By clicking the Blog link you have the ability to  

enable a personal blog. 



You can preview your Personal Page from 

the content menu by clicking the preview 

link. 

 

 

 

When viewing your personal page you will 

see your personal content and image as 

well as the following items: 

Å Donate now button (to donate to your 

personal fundraising) 

Å Join my team button (only if you are on a 

team) 

Å A link to donate to your team (only if you 

are on a team) 

Å Achievement badges (earned for reaching 

fundraising milestones or by making a self 

donation) 

Å Personal Progress bar 

Å Fundraising Honour Roll (a scrolling list of
